SAGE Publications Visually Impaired (VIP), Disabled and
Special Needs Persons Policy: Facilitating Access

1. Free PDF provision
SAGE policy has always been to facilitate access to our content.  Should a SAGE title be requested by a VIP, disabled or special needs individual or their academic institution, SAGE will supply free PDF/e-files where we have them in our PDF archive, provided the institutional library owns at least one accessible print version, in full compliance with The Copyright (Visually Impaired Persons) Act 2002 and the Disability Discrimination Act 2003.  Proof of access to a print version may be required, either by library catalogue record or proof of purchase.
If we do not have the PDF/e-file in-house but our typesetters can provide them, if there is a retrieval/scanning fee, we will pass on only the basic fee to the requestor, should they wish to obtain the PDF/e-file in this manner. 
2. Individuals and single copies
 If no PDF is available and the institution wishes to scan/digitise the title(s) for their student’s use, they may do so without permission, but only for the student’s own private research or study, as per The Copyright (Visually Impaired Persons) Act 2002.

 

The Copyright (Visually Impaired Persons) Act 2002 no longer requires any VIP or their institution(s) to obtain permission from a rightsholder to produce an “accessible copy” of a book for a visually impaired person’s own personal research or study use and we apply the same policy to disabled and special needs individuals and their institutions.  

 
However, if an “accessible version” is currently commercially available from the SAGE, or any of our licensed e-book vendors (ebrary, MyiLibrary, , Dawsons, eBooks Corporation/EBL), the individual or their institution should purchase this copy/access instead of producing an “accessible” copy. 
3. Organisations and Multiple copies
In line with the Publishers Association Guidelines on Meeting the Needs of Disabled People, organisations seeking to make multiple electronic copies for any VIP/disabled persons’ use still need a licence to do so, and should contact the
